1.2.1. The contracting authority invites interested legal entities to submit bids for the award of the work contract described in clause 1.2.2. and in specifications.

1.3. Principles underlying the award of the work public procurement contract

1.3.1. The principles underlying the award of the work public procurement contract are: 

a) free competition; 

b) efficiency of public funds use; 

c) transparency; 

d) equal treatment; 

e) confidentiality. 

 

1.4. Applicable legislation 
The award of the work public procurement contract is carried out according to the provisions of the following regulatory acts in force in the Republic of Moldova: 

Law No. 96-XVI of 13 April 2007 on Public Procurement; 
Government Decision No. 834 of 13 September 2010 on Approval of the Regulation on Work Public Procurement”. 

 

 2. CLARIFICATION OF BIDDERS 

2.1. Eligibility 

2.1.1. Any contractor, whether resident or non-resident, has the right to participate in the awarding procedure of the work public procurement contract. 
2.1.2. Any bidder that is in any of the following situations may be excluded from the awarding procedure of the work public procurement contract, and respectively, is not eligible: 

a) it is in the process of insolvability and its activities are suspended; 

b) it is subject to a legal procedure for being declared in one of the situations mentioned in let. a); 

c) it has not performed its chargeable obligations on payment of state taxes and duties (has debts to the state budget, local budgets and state social insurance budget); 

d) it provides false information in the documents submitted; 

e) it has committed a serious professional mistake or has not fulfilled its obligations under another work public procurement contract, to the extent to which, the contracting authority may present sufficient probative documents in this regard; 

f) it is included in the List of prohibited companies. 

2.1.3. The bidder must submit documents proving eligibility: 
a) the statutory declaration filled out according to the Form DO-5 of Section III; 

b) certificates establishing the fulfilment of chargeable obligations of payment of state taxes and duties (according to the standard forms issued by the competent authorities of the Republic of Moldova or by the relevant competent authorities of the state where the bidder is resident) 
2.1.4. Natural or legal persons that participated in any way in the process of preparing of documentation for the development and submission of the bid, or that are members of the working group for awarding of work public procurement contract, have no right to be a bidder, an association member or a subcontractor (including their employee, with labor card or working based on concurrent employment, under penalty of nullity of the contract concerned). 

2.1.5. Several legal entities have the right to associate in order to submit a joint bid. The association must be submitted in written form. 
2.1.6. The subsidiaries of companies having legal personality and registered according to clause 2.2.1. have the right to participate in the awarding procedure of the work public procurement contract, on their behalf and, for this purpose, shall submit documents proving their eligibility, registration, technical capacity and economic and financial capacity. 

Unregistered branches have the right to participate in awarding procedure of the work public procurement contract and conclude the contract only on behalf of the parent company, by power of attorney. In this case, the submitted documents proving eligibility, registration, technical capacity and economic and financial capacity shall be those of the parent company. 

2.1.7. The participation in the awarding procedure of the public procurement contract is forbidden for two or more subsidiaries / branches of the same parent company. 

 

2.2. Registration 

2.2.1. The contracting authority requires any bidder to submit the proof of the form of legal entity registration, and also the proof of ownership of business licenses and membership of professional public organizations in accordance with the legal provisions of the Republic of Moldova.
2.2.2. The bidder shall submit the documents proving the registration: 

for contractors from the Republic of Moldova - the registration certificate issued as established by the current legislation of the Republic of Moldova, which will include the state identification number of the legal entity. 
 

2.3. Qualification requirements
2.3.1. Each bidder must prove that it meets the qualification requirements. The bidders that do not meet the qualification requirements will be disqualified

The requirements on technical capacity and economic and financial capacity, which the bidder must fulfil in order to be considered qualified, are: 

a) Technical capacity 

1) General presentation: 

The contracting authority requires the submission of the form DO-6 of Section III. 

2) Technical support: 

The contracting authority requires the submission of the list of subcontractors, subcontractor agreements as well as the forms to be submitted by subcontractors that will have a share of over 10% in the performance of the contract (form DO-8). 
3) Similar experience: 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, for a similar experience (form DO-7), the conclusion and performance, during the last three years, of at least one contract and the commissioning of some objects of similar capacity ___________. 
4) Quality assurance of works: 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the obligation to submit the quality manual concerning the proper system of quality management and assurance, possession of own duly authorized and accredited laboratories, or possession of contracts concluded with these laboratories for testing concrete and other materials and building units, which require testing, included in the bid. 

5) Recommendations from other beneficiaries: 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, only the obligation to submit at least one recommendation from a beneficiary. 
The recommendation shall state at least the following aspects: 

a) the way of fulfilment of contractual obligations during the performance of this contract; 

b) if during the execution of works the following was recorded: 

unconformities that led to partial or complete restorations of works; 

cases of technical accidents occurred exclusively because of the contractor’s fault; 

delayed or rejected acceptance because of the failure to comply with the quality parameters. 

6) The contracting authority requires the filling in of a form of notice (form DO-10 of Section III, issued by the State Construction Inspection). 
7) Human resources: 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the provision of specialized staff, which is considered strictly necessary for the performance of the work contract (form DO-11). 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the provision by the bidder of a site supervisor, certified according to the current legislation and having a similar experience in the field of work to be executed. 
8) The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the provision with own or rented machinery, means of transport, and other fixed means and equipment that are strictly necessary for the performance of the work contract (form DO-12). 

9) Compliance with specifications: 

The bidder will prove the compliance with the technical and technological provisions from the specifications, by filling in the forms of Section III. 
b) Economic and financial capacity
1) ongoing contractual obligations: 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the submission of information concerning contractual obligations to other beneficiaries. 

2) Financial condition: 

The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the inclusion of value of some financial indicators over a minimum imposed value and sets minimum requirements for the following indicators: 
a) the annual average turnover for the last 3 years: The contracting authority requires, as a minimum requirement, the achievement of the annual average turnover for the last 3 years equal to or higher than _______________ MDL; 
b) overall liquidity (current assets/current liabilities × 100): 

The contracting authority sets as minimum requirement that the value of the indicator concerned exceeds 100 percent; 

c) the bidder’s financial capacity to support the work execution: 
The bidder must prove that it has access to / or has available real resources unencumbered by debts, credit lines confirmed by banks or other financial means sufficient for the execution of works during the first month, according to the work schedule. 
In case of association of several bidders, the requirements on eligibility, registration and overall liquidity must be met by each member, and, the other requirements on technical capacity and economic and financial capacity must be met jointly by the group of members; 
d) the balance sheet for the previous year _____ approved and registered by the competent authorities and / or annual reports, letters of good standing from banks, as well as any other legal documents specifying that the bidder may prove its economic and financial capacity.  
2.4. Period of execution
2.4.1. The contracting authority sets the maximum period of execution of works for the object referred to in clause 1.2.2., based on the process of execution in accordance with the construction standards.
2.4.2. The maximum period of execution for the object referred to in clause 1.2.2. will be ___ months.
 
2.5. Period of guarantee
2.5.1. The minimum period of guarantee of the works referred to in clause 1.2.2. will be ___ year / years and the maximum period will be ____ years.
2.5.2. All bids containing a period of guarantee less than the minimum period of guarantee referred to in clause 2.5.1. shall be rejected by the working group.
2.5.3. Where a period of guarantee greater than the maximum period of guarantee referred to in clause 2.5.1., it will accumulate the points awarded for the maximum period of guarantee. 
 
3. DEVELOPMENT OF BID 
3.1. Cost of development and submission of bids 
3.1.1. The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the development and submission of the qualification documents and its bid and the accompanying documents, and the contracting authority will not be responsible for such costs.
3.2. Site visit 
3.2.1. The contracting authority must allow the staff or the agents of the contractor to visit the site of the construction works.
3.2.2. The bidder is advised to visit and examine the site of works, including the neighbourhoods and obtain all information that may be required to prepare the bid. During the visit, the bidder assumes the risk of any accident which could result in death or physical injury to persons and / or property loss or damage. The bidder shall bear any eventual expense, lost or damage as a result of the visit of the work site.
3.3. Language of the bid
3.3.1. The bid and the accompanying documents must be written in the state language of the Republic of Moldova. The technical documentation (leaflets, booklets, manuals etc.) and the documents issued by official international institutions / agencies can be submitted in English, provided they are accompanied by a certified translation into the state language of the Republic of Moldova.
3.4. Validity of the bid
3.4.1. The bidder must keep the bid valid for 60 days from the date of tender opening.
Any bid valid for a period less than the prescribed one herein shall be rejected by the working group as being inappropriate.
3.4.2. The contracting authority may require the bidders, in exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the bid validity, to extend such period by a maximum of 60 days.
In case of extension of the validity of the bid, the validity of the bid guarantee shall be extended accordingly.
The bidder must notify the contracting authority whether it agrees or does not agree to extend the validity of the bid.
3.4.3. The bidder that does not agree to extend the validity of the bid will not loose the bid guarantee.
3.5. Documents of the bid
3.5.1. The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise:
a) Technical proposal
The bidder shall prepare the technical proposal so that it fully complies with the requirements set out in clause 2.3. and 2.4., as well as the requirements of the specifications.
b) Financial proposal
The bidder shall prepare the financial proposal, so that it provides all the information requested on prices, rates and other financial and commercial conditions related to the subject matter of the contract for public works. The financial proposal shall be accompanied by the cost estimate of the bid prepared in accordance with the relevant standards.
3.6. Bid accompanying documents 
3.6.1. Letter of submission
The bidder must file the letter of submission in accordance with the model provided in the form DO-1 of Section III.
3.6.2. Proxy
The bid must be accompanied by a written proxy, by which the bid signatory is authorized to engage the bidder in the procedure for awarding of the public procurement contract.
3.6.3. Bid guarantee
The bidder shall submit the bid guarantee in the amount of ___% of the estimated cost of the contract in the form of a letter of bank guarantee.
3.6.4. Qualification documents
The bidder shall submit the documents proving eligibility, registration and the technical capacity and economic and financial capacity as specified in clause 2.1., 2.2. and 2.3.
3.6.5. List of bidder’s incorporators
The bidder must submit the list of incorporators, which shall contain their full name, as well as the personal code.
3.7. Technical proposal
3.7.1. The bidder is required to prove the compliance of the proposal of work performance with the requirements of the specifications.
To this end the technical proposal shall contain:
a) the quality assurance and management system of the works that are subject of the bid, which includes:
the description of the quality system applied to the works, including the lists of the quality system related procedures;
the lists of technical procedures of execution of the main categories of works for the achievement of the objective and the plan of quality control, checks and tests;
the own or contracted laboratories used, accredited and approved with a degree appropriate to the works;
b) the schedule of works completed according to the form DO-13 of Section III;
c) the bidders have full freedom to provide in the bid their own consumption and execution technologies, subject to the qualitative and quantitative requirements set out in the technical design, specifications and other valid rules regulating the execution of works.
The indicators of the cost estimate rules can be used as a guidance, both by the designer, as well as by the bidder in the description of the works, conditions of work measurement, evaluation of resources required, specific consumption of materials, works and equipment.
3.8. Financial proposal
3.8.1. The bidder must submit the form DO-2 provided in Section III that is the main element of the financial proposal.
3.9. Bid guarantee 
3.9.1. The bidder must provide the bid guarantee. The bid guarantee shall make up ___% of the value of its bid. The validity of the bid guarantee shall be equal to the bid validity.
3.9.2. The bid guarantee shall be determined in proportion to the estimated value of the public procurement contract to be awarded, in accordance with the principle of ensuring competition and combating unfair competition.
3.9.3. The bid guarantee is expressed in MDL and can be provided in the forms specified in clause 3.6.3.
3.9.4. The bids that are not accompanied by evidence of bid guarantee will be rejected and returned by the working group.
3.9.5. The contracting authority may transfer the bid guarantee to the budget itself, while the bid looses the amount provided, when the latter is in any of the following situations: 
a) it withdraws its bid during its period of validity;
b) the bid being declared the winning bid does not provide a performance guarantee within the validity of the bid where the contract is to be signed;
c) the bidder’s bid being declared the winning bid and the bidder refuses to sign the public procurement contract within the validity of the bid;
d) the bidder does not accept the arithmetical corrections;
e) no requirement specified in the tender documents is complied with before signing the work public procurement contract.
3.9.6. The bid guarantee provided by the bidder, whose bid has been determined as the winning bid, will be returned by the contracting authority within 3 days of signing of the public procurement contract and provision of the performance guarantee.
3.9.7. The bid guarantee of the bidders, whose bids were not established as winning bids, will be returned by the contracting authority immediately after signing of the contract, but not later than 3 working days from the expiry of the bid validity.
3.10. Right to request clarifications
3.10.1. Any contractor that obtained a copy of the tender documents may request written clarifications about the elements contained therein.
3.10.2. The contracting authority must send response to any request for clarifications, but only to the requests received at least 5 days before the bidding deadline.
3.10.3. The contracting authority must deliver response to the requests for clarifications at least 3 days before the bidding deadline.
The content of the response on clarifications will be sent to all contractors that obtained a copy of the tender documents, without revealing the identity of the person that requested clarifications. 
 
4. BIDDING 
4.1. Deadline and manners of bidding
4.1.1. The bidder shall take all measures so that the bid is received and recorded by the contracting authority before the bidding deadline.

4.1.2. The bids may be mailed or submitted directly by the bidder to the address indicated in the call for tender. Regardless of the method of submission / transmission, the bidder assumes the risks of transmission of the bid, including force majeure.
4.1.3. The contracting authority may declare the bidding deadline, in which case it will communicate the new deadline in writing at least 6 days before the deadline initially set for all contractors that obtained a copy of the standard documentation for the development and submission of bids.
4.2. Procedure of submission
4.2.1 The bidder must submit a copy of the technical proposal, financial proposal and a copy of the accompanying documents.
4.2.2. The bid and its accompanying documents must be typed or written with irradiable ink and signed on each page by the representative / authorized representatives / duly authorized representatives to allow the bidder to be engaged in the contract. In case of documents issued by official institutions / bodies entitled thereto, such documents shall be signed and stamped as required by law.
4.2.3. Any deletion, addition, interlining or overwriting shall be valid provided they are endorsed by the person / authorized persons / persons authorized to sign the bid.
 
         4.3. Sealing and marking of the bid
4.3.1. The bidder shall seal the bid and the accompanying documents in a properly closed and non-transparent envelope (package).
4.3.2. The envelope should be marked with the name and address of the bidder to enable the return of the bid without being opened if the bid is declared delayed. The technical proposal, the financial proposal and the alternative proposals as well as the qualification documents shall be placed in separate appropriately marked envelopes.
4.3.3. The outer envelope must be marked with the address of the contracting authority and the words "DO NOT OPEN UNTIL THE ___________ 201_, TIME ____".
4.3.4. If the outer envelope is not marked according to clause 4.3.3 the contracting authority does not assume any responsibility for the bid wandering.
4.4. Modification and withdrawal of the bid
4.4.1. Any bidder may modify or withdraw the bid just before the bidding deadline and only by a written request to this end.
4.4.2. If the bidder wishes to modify the bid already submitted, it shall ensure the receipt and registration of such modifications by the contracting authority before the bidding deadline. 

For the part of the bid to be considered, the modifications must be made in accordance with clause 4.1. - 4.3. with the amendment that the outer envelope must be marked "MODIFICATIONS".
4.4.3. The bidder may withdraw or modify the bid after the bidding deadline, under penalty of exclusion from the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract and lost of the bid guarantee.
4.5. Delayed bids
4.5.1. The bid submitted / sent to an address other then the address set in the announcement or the call for tender or received by the Contracting Authority after the bidding deadline shall be returned unopened.
4.6 Alternative bids
4.6.1. The contracting authority does not accept alternative bids.
4.7. Joint bid
4.7.1. Several legal entities may associate and submit a joint bid being required to submit the association in written form.
Each of them is committed to the joint bid and is responsible for any consequences of the future public procurement contract. The information on the association shall be submitted by filling in the form DO-8 of Section III.
4.7.2. The contracting authority requires the association to be documented in writing before bidding. The members of association shall appoint from among them a person that, if the public procurement contract is awarded, will represent them in relation with the contracting authority as leader of the association.
4.8. Prohibition to submit several bids
4.8.1. The bidder may submit only one basic bid. The bidding members of association may submit other bids individually apart from the joint bid.
4.8.2. The legal entities nominated as subcontractors in one or several bids have no right to submit the bid on they own behalf or jointly.
4.8.3. Any bid for which the non-compliance with the provisions of clause 4.8.1. or 4.8.2. is established, shall be rejected. 
 
5. OPENING AND EVALUATION OF BIDS 
5.1. Opening of bids
5.1.1. The bids will be opened by the working group of the contracting authority at the time and place indicated in the call for tender. Any bidder may be present, through its representatives, at the opening of bids.
5.1.2. No bid may be rejected at the opening, except for bids that are returned unopened, according to clause 4.5.
5.1.3. The working group will draw up the minutes of the opening to be signed by both members of the group, as well as by representatives of the bidders that are present at the opening.
Each member of the tender commission and each bidder that signed the minutes of the opening of bids are entitled to receive a copy of them.
5.2. Confidentiality 
5.2.1. The contracting authority must keep confidential the contents of the bid, as well as any information on the bidder, the disclosure of which could affect its right to protect their intellectual property or trade secrets.
5.2.2. The working group members are not allowed to disclose to the bidders or other persons not officially involved in the award of the public procurement contract information on their activity until the result of that procedure is communicated.
5.3. Fraud and corruption
5.3.1. The bidder shall not influence or attempt to influence the working group in the examination and evaluation of the bids or in making the decision to establish the winning bid, under penalty of its exclusion from the procedure of bidding for the award of the public procurement contract.
5.3.2. No bidder may contact the working group on a problem related to their bid since the bid opening till the time of award of the public procurement contract. 
The bidder may clarify the bid and / or the documents accompanying the bid only following a written request from the working group and only in writing.
5.3.3. The working group is required to exclude any bidder if it turns out that it was or is engaged in corrupt or fraudulent activities related to the awarding of the work public procurement contract.
5.4. Examination of the bid accompanying documents 
5.4.1. Each bidder must fulfil the conditions of eligibility and registration, as well as the minimum requirements of technical capacity and economic and financial capacity. 

Any bidder that meets all the criteria of the minimum qualification requirements is considered qualified bidder.
5.5. Examination of bids
5.5.1. The bids will be examined by the working group established by the contracting authority.
5.5.2. The working group is required to determine which clarifications are necessary to evaluate each bid and the period allowed for submitting clarifications.
5.5.3. In case of a bid with an abnormally low price compared to the work to be conducted, the working group is required to apply in writing and before making a decision to reject such bid, details and specifications that it deems relevant to the bid and to check answers that justify that price.
5.5.4. The working group will reject a bid in any of the following cases:
a) the bid does not comply with the requirements of this standard documentation for preparing and submitting bids;
b) the bidder fails to submit the requested clarifications in the period specified by the working group;
c) the bidder modifies, by the clarifications it submits, the content of the technical proposal and / or the financial proposal except for the situation where the modification is due to the correction of arithmetic errors;
d) the bid contains proposals on contractual clauses, proposals that are clearly disadvantageous to the contracting authority;
e) the explanations required by clause 5.5.3. are not conclusive and / or are not supported by the documents required by the working group.
5.6. Correction of errors
5.6.1. The only change of the content of the financial proposal allowed in the bid, without the implications referred to in le. c) clause 5.5.4. is the correction of arithmetic errors.
5.6.2. The arithmetical errors are corrected as follows:
a) if there is a discrepancy between the price per unit of measurement and the total price (which is obtained by multiplying the total price), the price per unit of measurement will be considered, and the price shall be corrected accordingly;
b) if there is a discrepancy between the letters and figures, the amount expressed in letters will be taken into account and the amount in figures shall be adjusted accordingly.
5.6.3. The working group may correct the arithmetic errors only with the consent of the bidder. If the bidder does not accept the correction of such errors, their bid will be considered improper and therefore will be rejected by the working group.
5.7. Criteria for awarding the work contract
5.7.1. The criteria under which the work public procurement contract is awarded can not be changed throughout the duration of the procedure for awarding the contract.
5.7.2. The criteria referred to in clause 5.7.1. is: 
_ most economically advantageous bid ________________ 
 
5.8.  Evaluation of the bids
5.8.1. The evaluation of the bids and, following this evaluation, the establishment of the winning bid is carried out by the working group, but taking into account the compliance with the term of validity of bids and the criteria for awarding the public procurement contract.
5.8.2. The award of the work public procurement contract is based on the criterion of "the most economically advantageous bid", the bids are evaluated by awarding a score to each bid. The contracting authority shall prepare, in decreasing order the scoring awarded and the ranking on which basis the winning bid is established. The score is the average of the individual points awarded by each member of the working group and is part of a table of quality points (the model is described below).
5.8.3. The contracting authority will not apply the preferential margin under the provisions of the "Regulation for procurement for projects financed by GAS sources" that is part of the Funding Contract no. 81135333 dated 17 May 2011.

When applying this variant the following provisions are required:
The score for the evaluation factor of the "bid price" is given as follows:
a) the lowest of the prices of bids is awarded the maximum score possible for the relevant evaluation factor;
b) the price other than that set out in let. a) is awarded the score as follows:
P (n) - (minimum price / price (n) × maximum score attributed).
The prices that are compared for granting the score are total prices tendered for the execution of the works excluding VAT.
The score for the evaluation factor "Period of execution" is awarded as follows:
a) the period up to the maximum one as specified in clause 2.4.1. is awarded the maximum score for the evaluation factor respectively;
b) the period greater than that one provided in let. a) is awarded the score as follows:
P (n) - (maximum duration / duration presented (n) × maximum score awarded).
The score for the evaluation factor "Quality system proposed for work execution" will be awarded taking into account the manner of submission, rigor description of the system applied to the works, as well as the extent of meeting the quality requirements through technical procedures of execution to be applied and the proposed effective control plan. The ranking, on the basis of which the winning bid is determined, shall be prepared in descending order of the score awarded.

5.8.4. The prices that are compared in order to develop the ranking are total prices tendered for the execution of works, including VAT.
5.8.5. If the prices offered are equal, the contracting authority shall award the work public procurement contract to the bidder who has offered the lowest price and has higher minimum qualification criteria.
5.8.6. In the evaluation and comparison of the bids, the contracting authority will apply the "Regulation for procurement for projects financed by GIZ sources" that is part of the Funding Contract no. 81135333 dated 17 May 2011.
5.8.8. If the bid, including the accompanying forms, does not meet the requirements predetermined in the call for tender or it is not filled in, signed and stamped accordingly, it will be rejected by the contracting authority, without the right to be rectified in order to meet the requirements by correcting or removing the deviations or inadequate reserves, except for the correction of arithmetic errors only.
5.8.9. In case of a bid with an apparently unusually low price compared to the estimated price of the procurement, the contracting authority must control the calculation of the price elements and the compliance by the bid with the technical requirements stipulated in the specifications and request in writing and before taking a decision of rejection of these bids, details and specifications which it considers relevant to the bid and check the answers that justify that price. 
 
6. AWARD OF THE PUBLIC PROCUREMENT CONTRACT 
6.1. Communication on the result of procedure 
6.1.1. The contracting authority will inform all bidders of the result of the procedure within 3 days after which the working group established the winning bid.
6.1.2. In case of bidders whose bids have not been declared winning bids, the notice will specify whether the bid was rejected and which are the reasons for rejection, and if it was accepted, it will specify the winning bidder and the respective characteristics and advantages of the winning bid compared to the bid of the relevant non-winning bidder.
6.1.3. The contracting authority has the right not to provide certain information relating to the award of the public procurement contract that may be contained in all the information the contracting authority shall provide in accordance with the provisions of clause 6.1.2. and namely where such provision:
a) would lead to the failure to apply legal provisions and therefore, implicitly, would be contrary to the public interest; or
b) would prejudice the commercial interests of the bidders, including the bidder whose bid was declared winning bid, or
c) would prejudice the fair competition between bidders.
6.1.4. In case of the winning bidder, the notice will specify that their bid has been declared the winning bid and that it is invited to conclude the contract.
6.2. Cancellation of the application of the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract
6.2.1. The contracting authority shall cancel the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract only if this decision is made before the communication of the result of that procedure and only in the following circumstances:
a) none of the bidders is eligible or met the qualification conditions under clause 2.2., 2.3. and 2.4.;
b) the number of bidders that submitted bids is less than three;
c) only inadequate bids were submitted, respectively bids that:
are submitted after the bidding deadline;
were not prepared and presented in accordance with the requirements of the standard documentation for the development and submission of bid;
contain in the financial proposal prices, which the working group showed that they were not the result of free competition;
contain proposals on contractual terms, proposals that are clearly disadvantageous to the contracting authority;
by the value included in the financial proposal, each of them exceeded the amount of the funds allocated to carry out the public procurement contract;
d) the exceptional circumstances affect the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract or the conclusion of the contract is impossible.
6.2.2. The cancellation decision does not create any obligation for the contracting authority to the bidders, except the return of the bid guarantee.
6.2.3. If the application of the procedure for awarding the public procurement contract is cancelled, the contracting authority must communicate in writing to all bidders both the termination of obligations they have created by submitting bids, as well as the reason for such cancellation.
6.3. Termination of the work public procurement contract
6.3.1. The contracting authority must conclude the public procurement contract with the bidder, whose bid has been determined as the winning bid by the working group. The overall price provided in the bid that was established as the winning bid is firm and the bidder has no possibility to change the bid to be made as part of the public procurement contract.
The price of the bid is the contract price that will be paid in full to the company in case of full compliance with the contract conditions.
6.3.2. The contracting authority will not accept the update of the contract price according to the "Regulation for procurement for projects financed by GIZ sources" that is part of the Funding Contract no. 81135333 dated 17 May 2011.
6.3.3. The contracting authority must conclude the public procurement contract within the period of validity of the bids.
6.3.4. If the contracting authority can not conclude the contract with the bidder whose bid has been determined as the winner, it may:
a) invite the bidder ranked second to conclude the contract; or
b) cancel the application for the procedure for awarding the work public procurement contract.
6.3.5. The bidder invited by the contracting authority to enter into the public procurement contract must provide a performance guarantee. The amount of the performance guarantee must be equal to ___% of the amount of the work contract.
6.3.6. The performance guarantee shall be made up:
a) by a letter of bank guarantee made in accordance with the model provided in the form DO-4 of Section III;
